2O19. Summer
In the past six months we lived through some wonderful experiences. They weren't easy times but we felt God's guidance and presence in our family life just as much as in ministry. 

1. Family life: we reach new chapters, the children are growing and yet again we face the challenges of being parents to a toddler, our beloved „extra” child. Our son Daniel proposed to his chosen lady and so they plan on getting married on the 1st of August next summer. We are deeply grateful that Daniel has chosen not only an attractive girl - which Eliz most certainly is - but one who is also kind, a believer and always ready to serve. Our older daughter Palma is studying in Debrecen. We are pleased that she found her place at the local church where she serves in children's ministry and has also initiated a bible study group among university students with the aim of spreading the gospel. Our younger daughter Kamilla tries her best in picking up the English and Romanian language as she chose to major in foreign languages in high school. We are glad that she also belongs to the Lord and helps us a lot with taking care of the younger children. Our son Matthew has become a real teenager now. Our hope is that he will find answers to his questions and his faith will grow strong. We find great joy in our little Csillag (Star) who is attending kindergarten already. Soon she can officially bear our surname which we plan to celebrate in a special way. As parents it is becoming harder and harder to set some time aside for just the two of us and keeping up with filling the needs of all our children at the same time. 
2. Barnabas Foundation ministry: we are happy to tell that this summer we were able to camp with a large group of people. There were almost 100 participants, which includes children with disabilities and their parents. We felt the presence of God and the greater news is that after the summer the ministry continues in three different cities: Odorheiu Secuiesc, Zalau and Oradea. Groups are gathering in local churches once a month for Bible study and fellowship. Additionally three other groups of grown ups went camping to Barnabas House this summer. We were also able to support  several young adults financially so they could take part in camping with the other youth groups. The most defining news is that God has provided a full time missionary for us (she is the only employee at the foundation). Lisztes Piroska is leading the mission work in Székely Land. She uses a special method, namely music therapy, while working among children with disabilities. In the past months several concerts were held in Odorheiu Secuiesc and there will be a festive event before Christmas. 
3. Orphan ministry – we give glory to God as more and more christian families are open to join in this mission. Until now mostly barren couples applied for adopting children left at the hospitals. We asked God to send more selfless families who care about the fate of orphans. Not long ago two families were interested to adopt children, even as old as 5 years of age. The interesting thing about one of these families is that they would like to adopt two orphans beside having seven grown children of their own. One child is already in their care. They are gifts from God! We are amazed how the Lord Jesus finds these little lost sheep and places them into loving homes. We continue to pray for them to find their spiritual home as well. 
4. Church ministry – the local church is very complex, not only due to its headcount. Through discipleship and evangelism our challenge is to encourage members to serve. The musical week for children organized this summer had great success and we pray that the seeds will spring in the hearts of the families who were reached. In a few weeks there will be hold an advent themed event for women where they can hear the gospel. We hope to start a discipleship course with those who during the conference will decide to follow Jesus and wish to establish a close relationship with Him. My husband, Lajos is also responsible for mission work among baptist communities on a national level. He is planning to organize a mission conference at the beginning of next year where the primary focus will be on teaching and encouraging leaders and churches to practice personal evangelism and to testify. Our church is privileged to enjoy the financial support of the Hungarian authorities which enables us to build a new day care center. This in particular is a big responsibility and burden for my husband as we are still waiting for some permits, even though we already have the site and the necessary money for construction. We pray and hope that we'll receive this gift by Christmas.  
As the holidays are approaching we wish that the greatest Gift of all, Jesus Christ, would first and foremost fill all our spiritual needs in the family and in ministry. We wish you to experience how God abundantly provides all that you need to be able to live a holy life not only during the holidays but also in the following new year!
